Tip 4: Don’t Be an Average Joe: Give 110%

Don’t Be an Average Joe: Give 110%

When | was a little boy, my dad taught me that no matter what | did in
life, | must always give 110%. When it came to work, this meant not only
doing a job right, but also going the extra mile. The point is to make sure
you are doing your job better than the “Average Joe.” If it was sweep-
ing the concrete floor of the chicken building, it meant making sure | did-
n’t miss any part, sweeping all the way into the corners and hanging the
broom up when | was finished.

Giving 110% also means actually adding something to the job that was
not expected. I've shared that | worked at JC Penney while attending
seminary in Philadelphia. As a sporting goods salesman on commis-
sion, | would, among other things, straighten up all the merchandise on
the shelves of our department before | left for the night. It wasn’t part of
the job description, and | wasn’t paid extra for doing so. But when | grad-
uated and was leaving to continue my studies in Grand Rapids, manage-
ment did its best to persuade me to stay and become a store supervisor.

You can always find something extra to do. Keep your eyes open.

The fact is that Average Joe gives about 80%, or just what it takes to get
by. There are some who do give 100%. But only doing your job right,
let alone doing it almost right, is not enough. Can you imagine Michael
Jordan giving only 80% or even 100%? It is said that he would arrive at
practice before anyone else. He would do more stretching and even
come alone into the gym after a red-eye flight to shoot for an hour, then
another hour. He was “a portrait of excess.” As the legend himself says,
‘I don’t do things half-heartedly. Because | know if | do, then | can
expect half-hearted results.” Jordan was no Average Joe. Those who
are successful in life give 110% or more. They are above average, and
their work stands head and shoulders above that of the next person. ['ll
let you in on a little secret: Giving 110% is a slam dunk because boss-
es just love giving these folks raises and promotions!

Nevertheless, promotions are not the reason you give 110%. You do it
because it is part and parcel of a Christian work ethic. In Luke 17, Jesus
tells the parable of the servants who were doing what their master
required. Then He asks, “Would he [the master] thank the servant
because he did what he was told to do?” (vs. 9). The implied answer is
“no.” Jesus concludes, “So you also, when you have done everything
you were told to do, should say, ‘We are unworthy servants; we have
only done our duty”” (vs. 10). Similarly, do not expect a pat on the back
for simply doing your basic duty. However, doing something extra, unex-
pected and unsolicited—well, that trumpets attention!

Wouldn’t we expect every Christian to give 110%? After all, Paul says
our real boss is the Lord (cf. Col. 3:22-25). We want to give Him our all,
and then some, in gratitude for what He has done for us. What more
incentive do we really need?
